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    � ���ou might be familiar with 
the term, “Replacement 
Theology.” I have heard 
the term and toyed with 

the idea of it in years gone by. The 
more I have learned of it, the more I 
realize that it is not a valid biblical 
view of God’s relationship with His 
people. In light of the political at-
mosphere of today, in which too 
many of our political leaders are tak-
ing what I consider to be a negative 
stand on Israeli sovereignty over the 
land God gave them in Scripture, I 
wanted to give you a brief overview 
of what “Replacement Theology” is 
about and where I stand on the mat-
ter.  To do that I have found some 
great information that clearly states 
my position on this important matter. 
 
 There are those who hold to 
the idea that God has finished with 
Israel. They would say that the Jew-
ish rejection of Jesus, as portrayed in 
The New Testament, has caused God 
to turn to the Gentile world and the 
believing Jews only (i.e. those in the 
church) in such a way as to make His 
original promises and predictions to 
the physical descendants of Israel via 
Abraham to be null and void. This 
position is known as “Replacement 
Theology.” 
 
 Replacement Theology, re-
duced to its simplest form, teaches 
that the Church has replaced Israel in 
God’s plan. The term “Replacement 
Theology” is relatively new and un-
familiar to many people (in some 
cases, even those who believe in it). 
Among theologians, the older and 
more widely used term is 
“supersessionism.” The Church 
“supersedes” Israel. Its proponents 
teach that God has set aside Israel 
and made the Church “the new Is-
rael,” the new and improved people 
of God. 

 Now, if you want to follow 
the biblical teaching on God’s rela-
tionship with the nation we know 
as the Israelite people, they are a 
people whose ancestors were given 
an unconditional land grant in 
Genesis 13:15: "for all the land 
which you see, I will give it to you 
and to your descendants forever."   
 
 They also received an un-
conditional blessing from God Al-
mighty that was to be in force in 
perpetuity: "And I will bless those 
who bless you, And the one who 
curses you I will curse. And in 
you all the families of the earth 
will be blessed." (Genesis 12:3)  
 
 When God confirmed the 
covenant with Abraham He put 
Abraham to sleep and walked 
through the ceremony of confirm-
ing the covenant alone: "Now 
when the sun was going down, a 
deep sleep fell upon Abram; and 
behold, terror and great darkness 
fell upon him." (Genesis 15:12) I 
believe this was to show that the 
promise was NOT dependent on 
Abraham, but unconditional and 
unilateral on God's part. 
  
 This blessing and promise 
of land became the basis for Abra-
ham's children distinguishing their 
familial and then their national 
identity from other people groups. 
In Jeremiah 31:35-37 we read: 
"Thus says the LORD, Who gives 
the sun for light by day And the 
fixed order of the moon and the 
stars for light by night, Who stirs 
up the sea so that its waves roar; 
The LORD of hosts is His name: 
‘If this fixed order departs from 
before Me,’ declares the LORD, 
‘Then the offspring of Israel also 
will cease from being a nation 
before Me forever.’ Thus says the 

LORD, ‘If the heavens above can be 
measured And the foundations of 
the earth searched out below, Then 
I will also cast off all the offspring 
of Israel for all that they have 
done,’ declares the LORD."  
 
 What this is saying is if the 
sun is shining on planet Earth some-
where, and the moon is in the sky at 
night, Israel still exists as a nation 
before God! God keeps track of who 
is related to whom throughout his-
tory and it isn't their behavior that's 
the determining factor as to whether 
Israel will continue as a nation be-
fore God; it's His will. 
 
 Notice the last sentence God 
uses in the preceding passage of 
Jeremiah 31:37 "For all that they 
have done." That should thrill the 
heart of every believer in Christ who 
has sinned after receiving His prom-
ise of forgiveness of sins and eternal 
life. If He will keep His word to Is-
rael on the basis of an unconditional 
promise to them through Abraham, 
He will most assuredly keep His un-
conditional promise of forgiveness 
through Jesus to we who have trusted 
Him and entered into the New Cove-
nant in His blood in spite of all of 
our failures. 
 
 The unconditional covenan-
tal blessing continues on as long as 
there are descendants of Abraham. It 
has been fulfilled by Abraham's 
greatest progeny – Jesus, in His min-
istry of death, burial, and resurrec-
tion for the reconciliation of the peo-
ples of the whole world to the God of 
Abraham, and also through His 
church in evangelization and minis-
try to the needs of the whole world 
throughout the last two thousand 
years.

*An Abdominal Aortic Aneurysm test—looks for an 
enlargement in the abdominal aorta that could lead to a 
ruptured aortic artery. The vast majority who have an an-
eurysm have no symptoms 
*An Ankle Brachial Index—screens for peripheral arterial 
disease in the lower extremities, which is closely linked to 
coronary artery disease. 
*Bone density screening which tests for early signs of os-
teoporosis.
