####����ast month I shared with you an 
article on “Replacement Theol-

ogy” regarding the church and Israel. 
In that article several passages of 
Scripture were shared that give am-
ple indication that God is not done 
with his chosen people, Israel. 
 
 I am a supporter of the na-
tion of Israel. I can pray for Israel, I 
can pray for the peace of Jerusalem, I 
can stand up for the nation of Israel 
in conversations, and by writing and 
calling my national leaders and ask-
ing them to stand with Israel against 
the tyrants who would destroy them. 
God forbid that the United States of 
America should ever quit being an 
ally of Israel. (We trend dangerously 
close to that at times…) 
 
 There is a group, Christians 
United for Israel (CUFI), which was 
begun a few years ago by Dr. John 
Hagee of San Antonio, Texas. Dr. 
Hagee has done a tremendous 
amount of work in galvanizing sup-
port for the nation of Israel among 
the Christian leadership of the 
United States, as well as other parts 
of the globe. Out of this effort, over 
400 leaders among the Christian 
community in America have come 
together to pledge support for Israel. 
These are leading their congregations 
and denominations to voice support 
for Israel as well. One of those lead-
ers is Jonathan Falwell of the Tho-
mas Road Baptist Church and Lib-
erty University, Lynchburg, Virginia. 
 
 Let me give you just a note 
about the stated purpose of CUFI: 
“Christians United for Israel is a 
national grassroots movement fo-
cused on the support of Israel. With 
every passing day, the threats to Is-
rael and the Jewish people are grow-
ing. Millions of Christians across 
America have a deep love for Israel 
and the Jewish people and want to 
stand with them during these difficult 
days.” (see www.cufi.org)  To that I 
give a hearty “Amen.” I am happy to 
see such an effort among Christian 
leaders in America. 
 

 Now, on a more personal 
note, I have signed a pledge of 
support to Israel that says I will 
lead my church to pray for and 
stand with the nation of Israel. I 
certainly didn’t have to, because I 
was going to do it anyway; I al-
ways have. But I wanted to add 
one more number to the numbers 
of people who are standing up to 
be counted as Israel’s allies. 
 
 One more thing, on May 
23, I will lead us in a service of 
worship to our Lord Jesus in which 
we will remember His people, Is-
rael. There is much in the New 
Testament on this matter. We will 
also take a brief look at some of 
the history that has caused a rift 
between the Jewish people and 
Christian people. We will call 
upon ourselves to do our best to 
reduce any tensions we may en-
counter between Jews and our-
selves (Christians). We will remind 
ourselves that the goal of our life, 
as with anyone in any group of 
people, is that we desire them to 
come to the knowledge of Jesus 
Christ as Messiah, Savior. (I don’t 
have to convince you of that, you 
already know that is the main pur-
pose of our existence as believers 
in Jesus.) 
 
 We can certainly join our 
hearts to the heart of the Apostle, 
Paul, as he says, “Brethren, my 
heart’s desire and my prayer to 
God for them (Israel) is for their 
salvation. For I testify about them 
that they have a zeal for God, but 
not in accordance with knowl-
edge.” (Romans 10:1-2) 
The Jewish people need to know 
that we love them. Let it show 
every chance you get. Plan now to 
be a part of our special “Christians 
United for Israel Sunday” on May 
23 during the morning worship 
time.
